Romans 8:18–27: St. Paul teaches to us the hope we in the final resurrection of our 

bodies and redemption our souls, for which we eagerly endure every trial. 
 

Matthew 13:24–30, 36–43: Christ teaches the parable of the wheat and the tares.

THE CATECHISM:  THE LORD’S PRAYER: FIFTH PETITION

What does this mean? We pray in this petition that our Father in heaven would not look at 
our sins, or deny our prayer because of them. We are neither worthy of the things for which 
we pray, nor have we deserved them, but we ask that He would give them all to us by 
grace, for we daily sin much and surely deserve nothing but punishment. So we too will 
sincerely forgive and gladly do good to those who sin against us. 

 

 

 

PSALM OF THE WEEK: PSALM 119:57-64 (ESV)   

Meditate on this Psalm every day when you pray, and use it as the starting place for your own prayer: 

57 The LORD is my portion; I promise to keep your words. 
58 I entreat your favor with all my heart; be gracious to me according to your promise. 
59 When I think on my ways, I turn my feet to your testimonies; 
60 I hasten and do not delay to keep your commandments. 
61 Though the cords of the wicked ensnare me, I do not forget your law. 
62 At midnight I rise to praise you, because of your righteous rules. 
63 I am a companion of all who fear you, of those who keep your precepts. 
64 The earth, O LORD, is full of your steadfast love; teach me your statutes! 
 

 

 

LUTHER’S PRAYER ON PSALM 119:57-641: 
O Lord, You who are the same yesterday, today, and forever, remember us pilgrims in this 
nether world; for frail is our frame, and few are our days. Let the Word of Your salvation be 
a lamp to our feet and a light for our path, that our soul must not walk in darkness, but may 
find the way to that city whose light is the Lamb.

DAILY THEMES FOR PRAYER – (From LSB page 294) 
Sunday: Pray for the joy of the resurrection among us; for the fruit of faith 

nourished by the Word and Sacraments. 

Monday: Pray for faith to live in the promises of Holy Baptism; for one’s calling 
and daily work; for the unemployed; for the salvation and well-being of our 
neighbors; for schools, colleges, and seminaries; for good government and for 
peace. 

Tuesday: Pray for deliverance against temptation and evil; for the addicted and 
despairing, the tortured and oppressed; for those struggling with besetting sins. 

Wednesday: Pray for marriage and family, that husbands and wives, parents and 
children live in ordered harmony according to the Word of God; for parents 
who must raise children alone; for our communities and neighborhoods. 

Thursday: Pray for the Church and her pastors; for teachers, deacons, 
deaconesses, and other church workers; for missionaries and for all who serve 
the Church; for fruitful and salutary use of the blessed sacrament of Christ’s 
body and blood. 

Friday: Pray for the preaching of the holy cross of our Lord Jesus Christ and for 
the spread of His knowledge throughout the whole world; for the persecuted 
and oppressed; for the sick and dying. 

Saturday: Pray for faithfulness to the end; for the renewal of those who are 
withering in the faith or have fallen away; for receptive hearts and minds to 
God’s Word on the Lord’s Day; for pastors and people as they prepare to 
administer and receive Christ’s holy gifts.
