A LOOK BACK TO THE LITURGY – FEBRUARY 27, 2022 
 

 

Theme: In His Transfiguration, Christ shows us who He truly is, and what He has come 

to fulfill. 
 

Hymn: 413, “O Wondrous Type! O Vision Fair” 
 

Summary of Readings: 
 

Deuteronomy 34:1–12: The death of the greatest of the prophets, Moses, is 

described, and Joshua takes charge of the Israelites. 
 

Hebrews 3:1–6: The author of Hebrews shows Christ as the true and greater 

Moses, for Moses did what it was that God had prepared for him to do, but Christ 

does the will of His Father for the salvation of all mankind. Therefore, let us hold 

fast to our faith in Christ, and we shall be saved, even as the Hebrews were saved 

by Moses. 
 

Luke 9:28–36: Our Lord Christ is transfigured into an indescribable radiance, and 

He converses with Moses and Elijah about His coming Passion. The Father, again, 

declares him His Chosen One.

THE CATECHISM:  THE LORD’S PRAYER: SIXTH PETITION  
(Important! If you have memorized a different translation in confirmation, it is best to pull out 

your old catechism and refresh your memory from those texts.) 

And lead us not into temptation. 

What does this mean? God tempts no one. We pray in this petition that God would guard 

and keep us so that the devil, the world, and our sinful nature may not deceive us or 

mislead us into false belief, despair, and other great shame and vice. Although we are 

attacked by these things, we pray that we may finally overcome them and win the 

victory. 

 

 

PSALM OF THE WEEK: PSALM 99 (ESV)   
Meditate on this Psalm every day when you pray, and use it as the starting place for your own prayer: 

1The LORD reigns; let the peoples tremble! He sits enthroned upon the cherubim; let the 

earth quake! 2The LORD is great in Zion; he is exalted over all the peoples. 3Let them praise 

your great and awesome name! Holy is he! 4The King in his might loves justice. You have 

established equity; you have executed justice and righteousness in Jacob. 5Exalt the LORD 

our God; worship at his footstool! Holy is he! 6Moses and Aaron were among his priests, 

Samuel also was among those who called upon his name. They called to the LORD, and he 

answered them. 7In the pillar of the cloud he spoke to them; they kept his testimonies and the 

statute that he gave them. 8O LORD our God, you answered them; you were a forgiving God 

to them, but an avenger of their wrongdoings. 9Exalt the LORD our God, and worship at his 

holy mountain; for the LORD our God is holy! 
 

 

 

LUTHER’S PRAYER ON PSALM 991: 
Lord Jesus, be our Guide and our Defense in this evil world, that we may never be ashamed 
to confess You before men, but may serve You in holy conversation and constant fidelity. 
Restrain the evil counsels of those who set themselves against You and Your Church, and 
cause them to see the evil of their ways, that they may be turned to You.

O God, in the glorious Transfiguration of Your beloved Son You confirmed the mysteries 

of the faith by the testimony of Moses and Elijah.  In the voice that came from the bright 

cloud You wonderfully foreshowed our adoption by grace.  Mercifully make us co-heirs 

with the King of His glory and bring us to the fullness of our inheritance in heaven; 

through the same Jesus Christ, our Lord, who lives and reigns with You and the Holy

DAILY THEMES FOR PRAYER – (From LSB page 294) 

Sunday: Pray for the joy of the resurrection among us; for the fruit of faith nourished 
by the Word and Sacraments. 

Monday: Pray for faith to live in the promises of Holy Baptism; for one’s calling and 
daily work; for the unemployed; for the salvation and well-being of our neighbors; 
for schools, colleges, and seminaries; for good government and for peace. 

Tuesday: Pray for deliverance against temptation and evil; for the addicted and 
despairing, the tortured and oppressed; for those struggling with besetting sins. 

Wednesday: Pray for marriage and family, that husbands and wives, parents and 
children live in ordered harmony according to the Word of God; for parents who 
must raise children alone; for our communities and neighborhoods. 

Thursday: Pray for the Church and her pastors; for teachers, deacons, deaconesses, 
and other church workers; for missionaries and for all who serve the Church; for 
fruitful and salutary use of the blessed sacrament of Christ’s body and blood. 

Friday: Pray for the preaching of the holy cross of our Lord Jesus Christ and for the 
spread of His knowledge throughout the whole world; for the persecuted and 
oppressed; for the sick and dying. 

Saturday: Pray for faithfulness to the end; for the renewal of those who are withering 
in the faith or have fallen away; for receptive hearts and minds to God’s Word on 
the Lord’s Day; for pastors and people as they prepare to administer and receive 
Christ’s holy gifts.
