A LOOK BACK TO THE LITURGY – JULY 28, 2024 
 

Theme: Though we are tested in this life in many and various ways, Christ holds 
the victory over all such demonic temptations and comes to us in our time of need. 
 

Hymn: 763, “When Peace, Like a River” 
 

Summary of Readings: 
 

Genesis 9:8–17: God makes His covenant with Noah by the rainbow, that never again 

will He destroy mankind by the waters. 
 

Ephesians 3:14–21: St. Paul encourages the Church, reminding us of the infinite 

depth of the love of God, which we are recipients of through faith. 
 

Mark 6:45–56: After feeding the five-thousand, Christ commands His disciples 

to cross the sea by themselves. Yet when they are troubled upon the sea, He 

comes to them, and comforts them, and brings them safely to the other side.  

 

MEMORY VERSE TO LEARN BY HEART:     
 

Ephesians 3:17-19: “That Christ may dwell in your hearts through faith—that you, 

being rooted and grounded in love, may have strength to comprehend with all the 

saints what is the breadth and length and height and depth, and to know the love of 

Christ that surpasses knowledge, that you may be filled with all the fullness of 

God.”

Meditate on this Psalm every day when you pray, and use it as the starting place for your own 
prayer: 
1Give thanks to the LORD, for he is good, for his steadfast love endures forever. 2Give 

thanks to the God of gods, for his steadfast love endures forever. 3Give thanks to the 

Lord of lords, for his steadfast love endures forever; 4to him who alone does great 

wonders, for his steadfast love endures forever; 5to him who by understanding made the 

heavens, for his steadfast love endures forever; 6to him who spread out the earth above 

the waters, for his steadfast love endures forever; 7to him who made the great lights, for 

his steadfast love endures forever; 8the sun to rule over the day, for his steadfast love 

endures forever; 9the moon and stars to rule over the night, for his steadfast love endures 

forever.

DAILY THEMES FOR PRAYER – (From LSB page 294) 
Sunday: Pray for the joy of the resurrection among us; for the fruit of faith nourished 

by the Word and Sacraments. 

Monday: Pray for faith to live in the promises of Holy Baptism; for one’s calling and 
daily work; for the unemployed; for the salvation and well-being of our neighbors; 
for schools, colleges, and seminaries; for good government and for peace. 

Tuesday: Pray for deliverance against temptation and evil; for the addicted and 
despairing, the tortured and oppressed; for those struggling with besetting sins. 

Wednesday: Pray for marriage and family, that husbands and wives, parents and 
children live in ordered harmony according to the Word of God; for parents who 
must raise children alone; for our communities and neighborhoods. 

Thursday: Pray for the Church and her pastors; for teachers, deacons, deaconesses, and 
other church workers; for missionaries and for all who serve the Church; for fruitful 
and salutary use of the blessed sacrament of Christ’s body and blood. 

Friday: Pray for the preaching of the holy cross of our Lord Jesus Christ and for the 
spread of His knowledge throughout the whole world; for the persecuted and 
oppressed; for the sick and dying. 

Saturday: Pray for faithfulness to the end; for the renewal of those who are withering 
in the faith or have fallen away; for receptive hearts and minds to God’s Word on 
the Lord’s Day; for pastors and people as they prepare to administer and receive 
Christ’s holy gifts.
