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The Pharisees seek after righteousness, and yet no sinner may achieve such a thing. So 

they turn the Law to conform to the weakness of their flesh, and though they believe 

that in doing so, they have pleased God, in reality they merely insult Him. A young 

man, great in wealth, comes to Christ, seeking also after righteousness, having kept the 

commandments given by Moses. Yet unlike the Pharisees, Christ does not rebuke him, 

but rather loves him, and gives him one last commandment to keep. Ultimately, he 

cannot do it, and so despairs of himself; yet it is in this despair of himself that Jesus 

offers the fullness of Himself.
