A LOOK BACK TO THE LITURGY — FEBRUARY 16, 2025
Theme: Put not your trust in princes, nor in the sons of men, but in the Son of Man
alone.
Hymn: 705, “The Man Is Ever Blest”
Summary of Readings:
Jeremiah 17:5-8: The prophet Jeremiah tells God his people to put their trust in Him
for their salvation, and not in the hands of wicked men.

1 Corinthians 15:12-20: St. Paul instructs the Church on the resurrection of the dead,
that without it our faith is in vain, but that, believing in it firmly, no worldly trial can
harm us.

Luke 6:17-26: Jesus teaches the disciples and all gathered around Him in the field,
proclaiming blessings upon those who will follow in his way, but woe to those who
seek only worldly success.

MEMORY VERSE TO LEARN BY HEART:

Psalm 103:1: “Bless the Lord, O my soul, and all that is within me, bless His holy
name!”



THE CATECHISM: THE LORD’S PRAYER: FOURTH PETITION ||
(Important! If you have memorized a different translation in confirmation, it is best to pull out
your old catechism and refresh your memory from those texts.)

Hallowed be Thy name.

What does this mean? God’s name is certainly holy in itself, but we pray in this petition
that it may be kept holy among us also.

PSALM OF THE WEEK: PsALM 1 (ESV)
Meditate on this Psalm every day when you pray, and use it as the starting place for your own prayer:

!Blessed is the man who walks not in the counsel of the wicked, nor stands in the way of
sinners, nor sits in the seat of scoffers;

Zput his delight is in the law of the LORD, and on his law he meditates day and night.
3He is like a tree planted by streams of water that yields its fruit in its season, and its leaf
does not wither. In all that he does, he prospers.

“The wicked are not so, but are like chaff that the wind drives away.

STherefore the wicked will not stand in the judgment, nor sinners in the congregation of
the righteous;

®for the LORD knows the way of the righteous, but the way of the wicked will perish.

O God, thanks and praise belong to You because You have given us Your Holy Word.
Enlighten us by Your Holy Spirit to understand Your counsel of grace in Jesus Christ, to
love Your Word, and to take delight in learning Your statues and walking in Your Law.
Bestow Your blessing and prosperity on the works of our hands in our Christian calling
and all our conversation. Amen.

COLLECT FOR THE SIXTH SUNDAY AFTER THE EPIPHANY:

O Lord, graciously hear the prayers of Your people that we who justly suffer the
consequence of our sin may be mercifully delivered by Your goodness to the glory of
Your name; through Jesus Christ, Your Son, our Lord, who lives and reigns with You and
the Holy Spirit, one God, now and forever. Amen.

DAILY THEMES FOR PRAYER — (From LSB page 294)

Sunday: Pray for the joy of the resurrection among us; for the fruit of faith nourished
by the Word and Sacraments.

Thursday: Pray for the Church and her pastors; for teachers, deacons, deaconesses,
and other church workers; for missionaries and for all who serve the Church; for
fruitful and salutary use of the blessed sacrament of Christ’s body and blood.

Friday: Pray for the preaching of the holy cross of our Lord Jesus Christ and for the
spread of His knowledge throughout the whole world; for the persecuted and
oppressed; for the sick and dying.

Saturday: Pray for faithfulness to the end; for the renewal of those who are withering
in the faith or have fallen away; for receptive hearts and minds to God’s Word on
the Lord’s Day; for pastors and people as they prepare to administer and receive
Christ’s holy gifts.
