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St. John tells us of an endless number of saints in heaven, saints that have passed 

through a great tribulation. What this tells us in not only that the kingdom will gather 

many to itself, but that many, that is, all Christians, will enter through tribulation, for 

we are despised by world, resisted by our flesh, assaulted by the devil. How could it 

not be so, if we too are conformed to the image of Christ, who was hated first?

3Let them 

praise his name with dancing, making melody to him with tambourine and lyre! 4For the 

LORD takes pleasure in his people; he adorns the humble with salvation. 5Let the godly 

exult in glory; let them sing for joy on their beds. 6Let the high praises of God be in their 

throats and two-edged swords in their hands, 7to execute vengeance on the nations and 

punishments on the peoples, 8to bind their kings with chains and their nobles with fetters 

of iron, 9to execute on them the judgment written! This is honor for all his godly ones.
