THE LORD’S SUPPER 
 

In preparation for reception of the Lord’s Supper (Holy Communion), it is important that 

we review and understand what the Bible teaches regarding this sacrament: 

The Bible teaches that Jesus gives us His very body and blood along with bread and wine 

in Holy Communion1, and that these are means by which He forgives our sins2, and 

strengthens us for daily living, and draws us into closer fellowship with Him and other 

believers.  The Bible also teaches us to examine ourselves prior to receiving the meal3. For 

those receiving Holy Communion, examine yourself with these questions: 

Do I believe that I am a sinner and I am sorry for my sins? 

Do I believe that Jesus Christ is God’s Son and my personal Savior? 

Do I believe that Christ’s true body and blood are present in this holy meal for 

my forgiveness? 

Do I truly intend with the help of God to correct my sinful life? 

According to Christ’s Word in the Holy Scriptures, and in confession with the true 

Christian faith, at Christ Lutheran we observe the practice of closed communion. We 

believe that all who commune must confess the same holy faith, as Holy Scripture 

teaches. Since one’s church affiliation indicates an individual’s confession of faith, we 

ask that only those who have been instructed in the above teaching and are confirmed 

members of The Lutheran Church – Missouri Synod commune.  If you have not been 

instructed in this teaching on Holy Communion, are in doubt, or hold a different 

confession of faith4, you are still welcome to come forward and cross your arms to 

indicate that you would like a blessing.

42Jesus said to them, “If God were your Father, you would love me, for I came from 

God and I am here. I came not of my own accord, but he sent me. 43Why do you not 

understand what I say? It is because you cannot bear to hear my word. 44You are of 

your father the devil, and your will is to do your father’s desires. He was a murderer 

from the beginning, and has nothing to do with the truth, because there is no truth in 

him. When he lies, he speaks out of his own character, for he is a liar and the father of 

lies. 45But because I tell the truth, you do not believe me. 46Which one of you convicts 

me of sin? If I tell the truth, why do you not believe me? 47Whoever is of God hears 

the words of God. The reason why you do not hear them is that you are not of God.” 
48The Jews answered him, “Are we not right in saying that you are a Samaritan and 

have a demon?” 49Jesus answered, “I do not have a demon, but I honor my Father, and 

you dishonor me. 50Yet I do not seek my own glory; there is One who seeks it, and he 

is the judge. 51Truly, truly, I say to you, if anyone keeps my word, he will never see 

death.” 52The Jews said to him, “Now we know that you have a demon! Abraham died, 

as did the prophets, yet you say, ‘If anyone keeps my word, he will never taste death.’ 
53Are you greater than our father Abraham, who died? And the prophets died! Who do 

you make yourself out to be?” 54Jesus answered, “If I glorify myself, my glory is 

nothing. It is my Father who glorifies me, of whom you say, ‘He is our God.’ 55But 

you have not known him. I know him. If I were to say that I do not know him, I would 

be a liar like you, but I do know him and I keep his word. 56Your father Abraham 

rejoiced that he would see my day. He saw it and was glad.” 57So the Jews said to him, 



 

 

“You are not yet fifty years old, and have you seen Abraham?” 58Jesus said to them, 

“Truly, truly, I say to you, before Abraham was, I am.” 59So they picked up stones to 

throw at him, but Jesus hid himself and went out of the temple. 

 

The Veiling of the Holy Crucifix 

On the Fifth Sunday of Lent (Judica Sunday) the crucifixes of the Sanctuary are veiled 

following the words of the Gospel Reading, “Jesus hid himself and went out of the 

temple.” This is to show us that the work of Christ’s life can only be understood 

through His sacrificial death upon the cross; that His glory can only be known 

through His humiliation. The crucifixes will remain veiled until Good Friday, when 

they will be once again be revealed during the Exaltation of the Cross, symbolizing 

that His perfect love towards us is demonstrated in the fact that  

“while we were yet sinners, Christ died for us.”
