Have you hurt someone by 
your words or deeds? Have you stolen, been negligent, wasted anything, 
or done any harm? 

 
 

 
 
 

PSALM OF THE WEEK: PSALM 100 (ESV)   
Meditate on this Psalm every day when you pray, and use it as the starting place 
for your own prayer: 

1Make a joyful noise to the LORD, all the earth! 2Serve the LORD with 
gladness! Come into his presence with singing! 3Know that the LORD, he 
is God! It is he who made us, and we are his: we are his people, and the 
sheep of his pasture. 4Enter his gates with thanksgiving, and his courts with 
praise! Give thanks to him; bless his name! 5For the LORD is good; his

DAILY THEMES FOR PRAYER – (From LSB page 294)

Saturday: Pray for faithfulness to the end; for the renewal of those who 
are withering in the faith or have fallen away; for receptive hearts and 
minds to God’s Word on the Lord’s Day; for pastors and people as 
they prepare to administer and receive Christ’s holy gifts.
